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Water is Life

Essentiality of Water for sustenance of lifeThe slogan “water is Life” has long been
accepted as an undisputed fact because two-tHittie @ery human body itself is composed of
water and is dependent on water both constitutipaald functionally. Water is the most
important nutrient for us and is vital for all bydiunctions including removal of waste
products, carrying nutrients and regulation of btetyperature. We cannot live normally
without water for more than a couple of days amdbialogical life is sustained by it. If we are to
imagine a life without water even for a day, iteed is dreadful. History reveals that all
civilizations flourished near sources of water amdalso find birds and animals flocking around
lakes and rivers which are all indications thatevad essential for life. All these facts have long
been realized in all advanced societies and caswmd the decade from 1981 to 1990 had been
observed as the International Hydrological Decddhe. United Nations, through the UNESCO,
UNICEF, WHO etc., frequently sponsor Training casrand Seminars on Hydrological
Technology and Awareness on Water and Sanitatiawing realized the essentiality of water,
all advanced societies are doing their best foseoration and optimum use of water. Providing
safe and adequate Drinking Water supply is a pyitarget in the National Programmes of most
countries today. Awareness on water makes us ecidi@ all our food comes from either plants
or animals, both of which in turn, depend on wa@arr environment itself is dependent on
water. Hence we are dependent on water directiyedlsas indirectly. Yet, the importance of
this life-giving precious liquid has not been recizgd by many and more so in developing
countries like ours. Even so, experts on Enviroriraed Water, fear that global potable water
will not be adequate after a few decades. Appreteaprevail that wars will break out, not
only due to ethnic or Political rivalry, but duevi@ter disputes as well. When viewed from this
perspective, a glaring example is the Cauvery wditgrute between Karnataka and Tamil Nadu.
In countries like Ethiopia and Somalia, water isrenprecious than any other commodity. In
India during the last 75 years, Gujarat state laas28 droughts and acute water scarcity prevail
in Saurashtra and Kutch. We may be anywhere, budaneot deny the fact that water is one of
the most essential commodities for our livelihodte therefore need to be aware of the
importance of water and the impending problems/denthreatening global drinking water
supply.

Safe Water for Health:Many of the killer diseases are caused by pollwater. Latest
estimates at the Pacific Institute for Studies @v@opment, Environment and Security,

show that Water-borne diseases such as CholerapidjDiarrhoea, Dysentery, worm
infestations etc. kill a minimum of 34 million pdepn the world every year. These

diseases are spread when water is polluted witbdbteria of these diseases. Pollution is
mostly through faeces that are thrown or carriedtiynals and germs into the water. In
today's world of modern technologies, water is gisltuted with poisonous chemicals of

the effluents of industries. Hence proper disposauman faeces and industrial wastes

has become an essential Sanitary pre requisitardiabits. Faeces and toxic chemicals

must not be thrown into the water sources, butrbperly disposed off in Septic latrines

and Treatment plants, respectively. We can thugeptepollution of water, so as to keep

away from water-borne diseases. In short, Drinkiager sources should be protected
from all possible contaminations.

Plants and Vegetation for Water and Environment Caservation: Water source

depletion, in most cases, is due to reckless detfmiien and Jhum cultivation (in

Nagaland). We need to understand that without fe@med vegetation; all rainwater is
immediately drained away as Surface-runoff. Itngsavith forest and vegetative cover
that rainwater is trapped and made to infiltrate e soil. The rainwater infiltrated into
the soil subsequently comes out as springs andstheems and the rivers are sustained.
The process of infiltration is enhanced by the saiftplants and vegetation which act as
channels of infiltration and thus making the sodreaporous. Plants and vegetation not

only minimize surface evaporation by way of pratatfrom direct sunlight but also help
to restore Regime flow to turbulent water and thressent surface erosion and pollution.
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Hence although we cannot deny our basic need®festfproducts, we ought to be
careful not to destroy the forest at random. Wetrmssead know the economic use of
our forest products and take only whatever we esglymeed.

Nagaland Status today:In Nagaland, the topography being as such, wataurce
development, protection and management requirect mitention. Many villages,
hamlets, habitations and towns are on hilltopsstiidvithout proper drinking water
supply facility. Many still continue to use traditial wells for both drinking and domestic
uses. Piped water supply systems and improvemeradifional wells started in

Nagaland only after attaining statehood and the&ksvon water supply started on a
nominal basis without adequate planning. Water lsugghemes were taken up at random
and executed through various Agencies like PublarR& Department, Rural
Development Department etc, without sufficient techl supervision. Such schemes
could not survive even for a decade. A few of thibse could survive had to be
abandoned either due to Source depletions or Lespdies. Latest statistics on water
supply coverage, in Nagaland, show that so far 25 are Fully-covered, 72% are
Partially-covered and the remaining 3% are Not-oedewith water supply. These 'Not-
covered' villages include the Problem villages wtibere is either no water source within
feasible distance or the available source is despat feasibility is only by pumping.
Pumping schemes are technically feasible, but enaradly neither viable nor
sustainable; especially in rural areas.

Problems and Hindrances to Water Supply Works in Nagkand: In Nagaland the State
Public Health Engineering Department is the prinsggncy for water supply works. This
department has, all along, experienced that peogitfude towards the water works
needs improvement. The water consumers have aldar,daken the stance that the water
works personnel are doing their routine job inrtleevn interest. The consumers expect
that it is the water works personnel who shouleéderything to deliver the water, as an
obligation. Government policy may require the waverks personnel to implement a
water supply scheme. But it is not the job of tleexr works personnel to prevent
pilferage or sabotage or wasteful use, except kegepgil on the installations, proper
distribution and sensitizing the consumers on watdded to various circumstantial
difficulties such as rugged topography, scarcitp@efennial water source, high cost of
transportation, to name a few, the departmentnéronted with multiple problems and
difficulties such as Law and order, land dispupéiéerage, lack of consumers’ sense of
ownership, lack of sense of Civic etiquette, constgnon participation in sustaining the
installations etc. It is observed that we wouldheatchoose to let the water flow down the
rivers into the ocean than share with our neighboWre are reluctant to allow even a
water pipe line to pass through our land or siteuofellow consumers. We are also not
to overlook the fact that most of the availablendtxd technologies and specifications are
for the plains and valleys and hence innovatioiteduo our own topography and
resources are needed to be evolved and standar@uel initiatives will need extensive
Research facilities and works in our own perspestiand which still remains a distant
vision, without even an Engineering College in state.

Need for People’s Patrticipation in Water Works: For all Rural programmes the
Nagaland government has now introduced the Commatiin programme, whereby, the
consumers are to come to the Govt. agency for ieghsupport for water supply with ‘a
demand driven’ approach. The consumers shall uskketd acquire the necessary land
for both catchments and installations, plan thesshcomponents as per their own
requirements, contribute their share of the cosh®fscheme (ranging from 5% to 10% of
the total cost depending on the programme, und@&hithe scheme is taken up),
implement the scheme, and after commissioning, déake the scheme for Operation and
Maintenance. This Reforms Programme envisageshbatonsumers are to realize that
water is essential for the consumers themselves, ittvolvement and participation in the
water works are for their own benefit, the schemlemgs to them and hence ought to also
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bear their share of the cost, operate the diffesgsiems themselves, maintain the
different components themselves, conserve andisul&ascheme themselves. Operation
and Maintenance are to be made through resourcdimatibn of their own. At the initial
stage, the Govt. will contribute its share of thed and Technical support is to be given
by the PHED for Planning, Design and Implementatifter commissioning, the scheme
shall be handed over to the consumers throughpibepriate recognized body of the
consumers. The PHED can also help to educate tiinters, through the existing
programmes of the government, such as the InfoomaEducation and Communication
(IEC) and Communication and Capacity Developmerit (ICDU) Cells.

Need for Up gradation of our Mind Set: We need to abandon our casual attitudes
towards the fast changing ways of life. Perhapaneatas been too kind to us that we
have so far had enough God-given resources suehtas and forest products. But with
the advent of modern scientific ways of life angyplation- expansion we cannot afford
to remain indifferent to the consequences of ondoan habits. We need to instead
cultivate optimum habits and be alert to the dymaways of today’s life. Let us not
misuse the God-given resources like water and fofesur land lest posterity blame us.
Let us participate in the Programme of Communikiradf the Government of Nagaland
for our benefit and that of posterity.

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NORMS AND APPRISAL ON COMMUNITISATION PROGRAMME OF
NAGALAND PUBLIC HEALTH ENGINEERING DEPARTMENT

1. The state govt nodal agency for water supplysamgtation is the Public Health Engineering (PHE)
Department. The PHE therefore supervises the contisation of water supply and sanitation, in
compliance, of the Government of Nagaland’s Prognamf Communitization of Public Institutions and
Services Ordinance, 2002 (Nagaland Ordinance Nd2D02). This policy is also in consonance wité th
Sector Reforms Programme of the Department of DngkVater Supply, Ministry of Rural Development,
Govt. of India. The Communitization of these basgcvices is carried out by way of handing overlnigan
Water and Sanitation schemes to the Municipal/T@weancils and the Rural schemes to the Water and
Sanitation (WATSAN) Committees. These Councils/Cattees are the Beneficiaries’ legal agencies. The
Municipal/Town Councils are constituted throughditen of members, to be conducted, under the
supervision of the Govt. Administrative agenciese WATSAN Committees are formed with the
participation of Village Council and other recogrdzNGOs. A Municipal/Town Council and the WATSAN
Committee will be formally recognized and empowetietle the legal agency, of the beneficiary, to
participate in planning, design, implementation andsequent take-over of the scheme for Operatidn a
Maintenance (O & M).

2. The Nagaland PHED has undertaken the Commumtiz&rogramme in a phased manner. The
First phase will cover all the rural schemes haleamn water supply of 10 litres and above per eapit
per day.

The process of obtaining the Meamdum Of Undertaking (MOU) and subsequent
formation of WATSAN committees for these schemasitgated, with the respective Village
Councils, under the supervision of the concernedsidin offices in co ordination with the District
Administration. The overall progress is monitored supervised by the PHED Directorate.

3. The process of communitization of villages, tatimns and towns, will initially involve the exe@n of
MOU, which is an essential prelude, to the comnizetion process. The MOU will be executed in 4ifjo
copies for retention by all parties, namely, trgitlmate agent (Municipal/Town/Village Council) tife
beneficiary, the PHED Division office, the PHED &# office and the PHED Directorate office. The
authenticating authority will be the concerned Adistrative controlling office (under whose juristion the
scheme is located). Following the execution oft@®U and guided by the communitization policy norms,
WATSAN committee shall be set up. This WATSAN Corttee shall be set up as per the specifications of
the Gowt., as under:

Chairman - Selected by the Village Council
Secretary - Selected by the Village Council
Ex officio members - i. Village Council Chiaaan

ii. VDB Secretary
Woman representative - member
Up to 5 members/Khel representative - members (kaehshall have a
representatigven beyond 5 where the
number bieks exceed 5)
Where circumstances so require, the PHED/Govt.| diele co opted member(s) as
representative(s) to the WATSAN Committee.

The term of a WATSAN Committee chairman and secyethall be 3(three) years, vide Gowvt
Notification No. PHE/WORKS/REFORMS/7/2003 Dateck #7. October 2003.

4. A WATSAN committee shall be authorized to purailenitiatives for the betterment of its w/s and
sanitation schemes. A WATSAN committee is also auled to operate a Bank account and any assistance
given for the scheme(s) shall be routed throughNMAa' SAN Committee Bank Account. A WATSAN
committee shall undertake to:

i. provide a sustainable water source

ii. donate all necessary land for infrastruatinstallations
iii. seek no job opportunity in the name o #theme

iv. involve itself in planning, design, implemtation

v. settle all disputes relating to the scheshe(
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vi. take over the post commissioning O & M

For the urban sector the comitimation process will be taken up in co ordinatisith the
Municipal/Town councils as per the State Municipat. These councils are envisaged as self reliadttae
role of the PHED is not expected to be as esseattial the case of the rural WATSAN committeesgpxc
in technical collaboration.

5. In order to facilitate the process of commuatiizn, the beneficiaries are needed to be awarbedbenefits
of communitization as well as its implications. Theneficiary must be able to do the O & M basicaie
operation/regulation, resource-mobilization ancereie collection. The efficiency in transfer of knbaw
in O & M and resource-mobilization will, dependdaty, on the enthusiasm and zeal of the benefesari

The communitization process will be congd, in the same manner for all schemes taken up
by the PHED in future.

6.As more schemes are taken up, the communitizatisohemes will increase and the

Communitization process will subsequently benpleted.

In exercise of powers conferred by Sections 3dtJdnof the Nagaland Communit6isation
of Public Institutions and Services Act, 2002 (Raif 2002), read with Section 12 of the Nagaland
Village Council Act, 1978 (Act No.1 of 1979), themte Government of Nagaland hereby makes the
following rules:

1. Title, Extend and Commencement:
(1) These rules may be called the Nagaland Commundizaf Water Supply and sanitation in

Rural Habitation Rules, 2003.

(3) These shall come into force on the date of pulidican the Official
Gazette.
2. Constitution of Village Committee:

(2) The WATSAN Committee shall, in consultationwihe Village Council,
select a person among members as MembegtSecr

(3) The WATSAN Committee may also co opt such @esshaving experience in
public service or in possession of technical kmmlgk on the line and such other persons
residing in rural habitations.

(4) The members other than the Ex officio membatl $tave a term of 3 years. In
event of mid-term vacancies, new members leaselected for the remaining
term.

(5) The WATSAN Committee shall meet at least omc8 months or more often
as may be required. A simple shall form the quor

3. Constitution of Integrated WATSAN Committee

(1) Where two or more villages are sharing #n@e water supply source, an
Integrated water supply and Sanitary systeMATSAN) Committee
shall comprise of the chairman and Memlsar&ary of the WATSAN
Committee and Chairman of the Village Cauotcthe respective villages.

(2) The Integrated WATSAN Committee shall elecselect such persons,
among the members, to be Chairman and Meécretary.

(3) The Integrated WATSAN Committee may co opentpersons, not
more than two, having experience in pusdicvice or in possession of
technical knowledge on the line.

(4) The terms of the Chairman and the Member Secretel be 3 years. In the
event of mid term vacancies, selection or edectif persons for the same
shall be made for the remaining term.

4. Functions of the WATSAN Committee
The WATSAN Committee shall perform the followifunctions:
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(1) The management and supervision of the water supysanitary systems.

(2) The custody and maintenance of the assets andrnegmoighat may be

created and procured by the WATSAN Committegansferred by the
State Government to the village subject thtonditions as may be
specified by the State Government.

(3) Appointment of and control over persons that mayegeiired for the
installation and maintenance of water supplg sanitary systems.

(4) Co- ordination with the designated officials of fPeblic Health Engineering Department, for
carrying out the major repair and replacement warlcase of major break down arising out
of natural calamities or abnormal situation.

(5) Formulation and implementation of the projectsudahg augmentation schemes subject to
the provisions of these rules.

(6) Levy and collection of water fees as may be reqluioe the cost of operation and
maintenance of the water supply in conformity vatith guidelines as may be prescribed by
the Government.

(7) Collection of water charges that may be leviedhey$tate Government and to deposit such
portion with the State Government as may be sgetifi this behalf from time to time.

(8) Implementation of schemes/projects connected vétlelbpment and improvement of water
shed for the sources of water supply and protectiomater supply source.

(9) Any other functions that may be assigned by thegBawent from time to time.

5. Functions of Integrated WATSAN Committee
The Integrated WATSAN Committee shall perfdha following functions:

On the constitution of the WATSAN Committee orelgtated WATSAN
Committee, the State Government shall trartefeassets and equipments in
respect of the water supply and sanitary systaubject to such conditions as
may be further specified.

7. Implementation of new schemes/projects

Notwithstanding the various functions of the WAT$ £ommittee or Integrated WATSAN
Committee, new schemes/projects may be taken ugnfpwillage or group of villages by the
State Government under any particular scheme thagtira formulated.

Provided that the respective WATSAN Committeeher integrated WATSAN Committee
shall ensure that the issues related to the owipeo$hvater source and sites for installation of
the water supply and sanitation systems are resolve

Provided further that as may be required by timelifng pattern of any particular scheme,
the respective WATSAN Committee or the IntegrateAT8AN Committee shall ensure that the
beneficiary village or villages fulfill the requimeent of contribution towards the cost of the
schemes/projects.
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8. Fund of WATSAN Committee: The fund of the WATSAN Committee shall consist o t
following:

i. Grants received from the Government

iii. Voluntary donation that may be received

10. Financial Transactions

Chairman and Member Secretary.

Guidelines for fixation of water fees by WATSAN Conmittees

Under Sub rule 6 of rule 4 of the Nagaland Comnzation of Water Supply and sanitation
Systems in Ruarl Habitation Rules 2003 the Villagater Supply and Sanitation Committes have
been empowered to levy and collect such waterdsasay be required for the cost of Operation &
Maintenance of the water supply systems in confiyrmith such guidelines as may be prescribed
by the State Government.

2. There is no water fee prescribed for rural carexs by the State Government. The WATSAN
Committee may fix water fees for recovering thet@i®peration and maintenance of the water
supply systems taking into account the number n§omers in the village, distance of water
supply source from the village, whether the watgpdy system draws water by gravity or by
pumping etc. The Committee may exempt househollisMygoverty line from payment of water
fees at its discretion.

3. Following parameters have been worked put byrtifglic Health Engineering Department for
the guidance of the WATSAN Committees in working the annual operation and maintenance

charges:
